COURSE DESCRIPTION (OVERVIEW):
Students will explore the art of creating with in both of our Hot studios!

In this class students will participate in both the Glassblowing Studio and our Flameworking
studio.

Glass blowing- here students will learn the fundamentals of glassblowing through shaping and
blowing glass as well as glass casting using sand and found objects. Students will finish this
class with 2 “blown glass” pieces and multiple casted pieces

Flameworkings - students will learn to use colorful rods of glass and various flameworking
techniques to create beautiful art glass beads. Additionally, wire working and jewelry making
techniques will be explored enabling students to create a finished project such as jewelry or a
beaded suncatcher or sculpture.

Week 1 - Blown Glass -Intro to tools, studio safety/history of glass, how to gather and blow into
glass

Week 2 - Cast Glass- Intro to tools, studio safety, using found objects to press into sand, then
spin glass out to create a casting.

Week 3 - Flameworking - learn how to form glass into beads, creating round, matching or
patterned beads

Week 4 - Flameworking - continue learning how to form glass into beads. Today's class will
end with turning your beads into one of the following projects: a necklace, earrings, bracelet,
rings or sculpture.
