Course Description: This class will focus on developing your abilities in regards to creative
writing.

*Vignette: In literary terms, a vignette is a short, descriptive passage that captures a moment in
time.

Hours: This class requires at least 2 hours worth of work each week for 8 Weeks (16 hours). It
might be more depending on how invested you are in the class and what you are specifically
trying to accomplish with each piece.
Assessment and Expectations
Students will be assessed on their level of participation in the class each week as well as meeting
the writing requirements of the assignments that are given. They should be submitting work
each week and responding to the instructor’s comments.
