COURSE DESCRIPTION (OVERVIEW): 

This class is designed to enhance your crochet skills or help you start your journey as a 

crochet artist. It follows a project-based approach where each project builds upon your 

crochet abilities. Students will have the flexibility to work on projects at their own pace, 

with some completing multiple projects per semester while others focus on one. 

I will assist students in mastering pattern reading, understanding charts, and adapting 

patterns to suit their creative goals. The course is structured for self-paced learning, 

allowing each student to excel according to their natural abilities without feeling 

overwhelmed. While no homework is required, students are welcome to practice at home to 

reinforce their skills. 

Unique projects will be featured to encourage students to repeat the class and refine their 

techniques. This approach ensures students are well-prepared to tackle the projects ahead
